Hand harvested from our winery block of Pinot Gris, this fruit receives 
slightly less sun exposure, allowing for retention of acidity and vibrant 
citrus notes. The fruit was hand sorted, gently pressed, and fermented 
in stainless steel tanks at a low temperature.

Our estate experienced a late frost that lessened our yields, but the 
growing season, overall, produced excellent fruit. The growing season 
was dry and extended well past September, allowing the fruit to develop 
beautifully.
